DRESS CODE

at

GRANGE PARK
1.CLUBHOUSE-GENERAL:

  Subject to the provisions of this Code (and of any notice making alternative provision

  for a particular event or occasion) the minimum standard of dress required from

  Members, guests and visitors, in all parts of the Clubhouse (including the Dining Room)

  and at all times, shall be “Smart Casual” (see Rule 4 below for guidance).

  Nothing in this Code should be taken as discouraging any Member, guest or visitor from

  wearing more formal attire if that is to his or her taste.

2. FORMAL OCCASIONS:

For Prize Presentation Nights (including Invitations), and at any formal meeting of the Club as a Limited Company males shall wear jacket and tie in the Lounge.

3. GOLFING ATTIRE & SHORTS:

i) Subject to Rule 2. (Above), “smart golfing attire” (see Rule 4-below for guidance) may be worn throughout the Clubhouse and shall be worn on the golf course (including the practice ground) save that: -

a) Golf shoes may only be worn in the Spike Bar or the

Conservatory;

b) Golfing attire worn for play that day should not be worn in the Lounge or Dining Room after 8pm;

c) Golfing attire worn in the Lounge or Dining Room should be clean and dry;

d) The freedom to wear golfing attire (worn for play that day) in the Lounge or Dining Room may be further restricted, if considered appropriate by a Council Member or staff member, due to prevailing weather conditions or other unusual circumstance.

ii) Shorts may be worn subject to the following conditions: -

a) They must be tailored and worn above the knee;

b) They must be worn with knee length stockings or sports socks worn above the ankle; “Trainer Socks” may not be worn;

c) Males shall not wear shorts in the Lounge or Dining Room.

4. DEFINITIONS & GUIDANCE:       

i) “Smart Casual” dress shall mean dress that is smart, casual and appropriate for wear at Grange Park.

ii) “Smart golfing attire” shall mean attire that is both smart and generally recognized as being worn for golf and appropriate for wear at Grange Park.

iii) The following is a list of items or modes of dress that will NOT be regarded as smart casual or, where appropriate, smart golfing attire. It is not an exhaustive list and is provided as guidance for Members, guests and visitors:-

                                      Track Suits or Shell Suits;

                                      Denim jeans or other denim wear of any colour;

                                      Training, track or sports shoes other than golf shoes;

                                      Shirts without sleeves;

                                      Shirts without collars- save that shirts designed and made with a

                                      significant neck (e.g. roll necks or turtle necks) will be accepted
                                      as smart casual wear.

                                      Replica sports kit or shirts with oversize logos;
                                      Shirts worn outside trousers by males except when allowed (by

                                      prior notice) for a particular occasion;

                                      Caps or visors worn in the Clubhouse;

                                      Caps or visors worn on the course in a reversed manner;

                                      Males not wearing socks.

iv) This Code shall apply to Females and Juniors insofar as is appropriate.

5.COMPLIANCE:

i) It is expected that Members will comply with this Code voluntarily and in the spirit of membership of the Club.

ii) Members are responsible for ensuring that their guests comply with this Code and, in the case of Juniors, their Sponsors and/or parents (if members) shall be equally responsible for ensuring their compliance with this Code.

iii) If a Council Member or Staff Member is, at any time, required to determine whether or not any individual is in compliance with this Code, then the decision of that Council or Staff Member shall be final and shall be accepted by that individual without equivocation.

iv) In the event of a breach of this Code by any individual then: -

a) If that individual is a Member, he or she shall be liable to

disciplinary proceedings or

b) If that individual is a guest of a Member, then the Member shall be liable to disciplinary proceedings.

c) As in the case of the breach of any other Club Rule, disciplinary proceedings under this Code may result in the suspension of playing privileges or suspension of membership as determined by Council.
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
